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This checklist includes 407 species documented to have 
occurred in Indiana.  Not included are extinct (Eskimo 
Curlew, Passenger Pigeon and Carolina Parakeet) and 
extirpated (Gray Partridge and Greater Prairie-Chicken) 
species.  Although they are both listed, it was either a 
Pygmy or Brown-headed Nuthatch that was observed in 
Indiana, but not both.  The specific record in question 
involved a bird that was one of the two species, but 
documentation was insufficient to determine the specific 
species.  Only species accepted by the Indiana Bird 
Records Committee (IBRC) are included. The IBRC of 
Indiana Audubon Society solicits written documentation 
of unusual bird sightings in the state of Indiana, 
especially for any species not listed on this checklist.

(www.indianaaudubon.org) for information on 
contributing bird records to the IBRC.
